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Recent developments

There have been a number of changes for me during the last six months - the main one is the new studio. I have at last moved out of the garden shed into The Old Grammar School in Redruth. This site will be developed into a major creative industries centre over the next few years. In the meantime, myself and a few dozen other artists, makers and performers are temporarily installed in former classrooms within the old granite school set on a hill - on a clear day I get a postage stamp sized glimpse of the sea! Although not open to the public, if you fancy a coffee and are ever in the area, you are invited to pop in, just call first to make an appointment and I'll send directions.

New Work

Moving away from the figurative work, I have recently produced some very different framed pieces that are more semi-abstract and called these the 'Shipwreck' range. These are totally one-off pieces influenced by old boatyards and fragments of ships that often wash up on the beaches around my home in west Cornwall.

I've been experimenting with adding glass onto the surface of the clay with some interesting results. These pieces also allow me to introduce new methods of creating texture, colour and pattern. I am keen to get your response to these pieces, which I hope to expand and develop during the next year.
